This letter serves as formal notification and official record of action taken concerning La
Sierra University by the WASC Senior College and University Commission (WSCUC) at
its meeting June 27-29, 2018. This action was taken after consideration of the report of
the review team that conducted the Accreditation Visit to La Sierra University April 11-
13, 2018. The Commission also reviewed the institutional report and exhibits submitted
by LSU prior to the Offsite Review (OSR), the supplemental materials requested by the
team after the OSR, and the institution’s June 12, 2018 response to the team report. The
Commission appreciated the opportunity to discuss the visit with you, and your
colleagues: Joy Fehr, Provost; and David Geriguis, CFO. Your comments were very
helpful in informing the Commission’s deliberations. The date of this action constitutes
the effective date of the institution’s new status with WSCUC.

Actions

1. Receive the Accreditation Visit team report

2. Reaffirm accreditation for a period of eight years

3. Schedule the next reaffirmation review with the Offsite Review in fall 2025 and
the Accreditation Visit in spring 2026

Schedule the Mid-Cycle Review to begin May 1, 2022

Schedule a Progress Report due November 1, 2019 to address the following:

a. Demonstrate that La Sierra produces accurate data for its annual report to
WSCUC and total enrollments, transfers in and out of La Sierra University
and student demographic data

b. Show revenue separate from endowment draw down

c. Report accurate enrollment targets for the next three years

6. Schedule an Interim Report due November 1, 2021 to address all
recommendations listed below concerning finance and institutional research
